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Parking Issues

IMPORTANT - PLEASE READ!

My neighbors have been very supportive and kind about the fact that I teach piano in my home. Running a business from one’s home is a legal gray area. I do have a business license, but if complaints are made then I will be forced to stop working out of my home. This is a request to repay their respect by being aware of parking problems. Bringing traffic into a neighborhood DOES cause a few problems and I’d like to ask all my students to try to be 100% respectful of the following requests:

Do not PARK in my neighbors’ driveways, EVEN FOR ONE MINUTE, and even if you are waiting in the car. There have been times where the neighbor couldn’t enter their own property because someone’s car was in their driveway and this is embarrassing to me and causes unnecessary stress for my neighbor.

Do not BLOCK my neighbors’ driveway, even if you are remaining in the car for the same reasons above.

Do not PARK up to the edge of the driveway of my neighbors’ house. PLEASE LEAVE AT LEAST 10 FEET BETWEEN YOUR CAR AND THE EDGE OF THE DRIVEWAY. The driveways in this area are very narrow and when you park right up to the edge of the driveway, it makes my neighbors have to enter their own property at an extreme angle and with great caution and slow speed. Because Dumetz is a busy street, THIS causes a terrible hazard and undue anxiety when someone else is barreling down on your tail light. (You MAY do this, however, on my own driveway because when I’m teaching I don’t need to be driving!)

Do not move or hit trash cans with your car. People are very particular about the placement of their trash cans and it is extremely disrespectful for anyone to move these cans. Friday is trash day and yes, it makes it harder to find a place to park, but do not be so presumptuous as to move the cans! Also, do not park right up to the can. Leave at least 3 feet distance between your car and the trash can.

Do not BLOCK the sidewalk with your car. You may park in the “parkway” portion of the driveway, but do not block the sidewalk! This is illegal and the police have been called on me in the past when students have done this.
